What is a HIDTA?

• High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area 
program

• Created by Congress with Anti-Drug 
Abuse Act of 1988

• Overseen by the Office of National Drug 
Control Policy under the Executive 
Office of the President

• Funding is authorized by Congress 
annually

• Purpose of addressing substance use 
and availability by increasing 
collaboration



Northwest HIDTA

• 15 HIDTA counties
• 90% WA population

• Follows I-5 N/S and I-90 
E/W corridor
