			 It&#x20;is&#x20;clear&#x20;that&#x20;CTC&#x20;works,&#x20;and&#x20;makes&#x20;a&#x20;difference&#x20;for&#x20;communities!&#x20;&#x20;In&#x20;order&#x20;to&#x20;implement&#x20;CTC&#x20;well,&#x20;there&#x20;are&#x20;some&#x20;basic&#x20;supports&#x20;needed&#x20;to&#x20;get&#x20;started.<br><br>First,&#x20;a&#x20;core&#x20;group&#x20;of&#x20;key&#x20;leaders&#x20;in&#x20;the&#x20;community&#x20;must&#x20;be&#x20;willing&#x20;to&#x20;work&#x20;together&#x20;to&#x20;lay&#x20;the&#x20;groundwork&#x20;for&#x20;CTC.&#x20;&#x20;<br><br>Second,&#x20;it&#x20;is&#x20;essential&#x20;to&#x20;have&#x20;a&#x20;paid&#x20;coordinator&#x20;to&#x20;facilitate&#x20;the&#x20;CTC&#x20;process&#x20;in&#x20;the&#x20;community.&#x20;&#x20;<br><br>We&#x20;recommend&#x20;a&#x20;full-time&#x20;position&#x20;dedicated&#x20;to&#x20;the&#x20;CTC&#x20;coordination&#x20;effort.&#x20;&#x20;In&#x20;some&#x20;communities,&#x20;a&#x20;half-time&#x20;coordinator&#x20;may&#x20;suffice.&#x20;This&#x20;position&#x20;is&#x20;typically&#x20;hired,&#x20;or&#x20;assigned,&#x20;in&#x20;Phase&#x20;1.<br><br>The&#x20;best&#x20;way&#x20;to&#x20;find&#x20;the&#x20;right&#x20;person&#x20;for&#x20;this&#x20;position&#x20;is&#x20;to&#x20;create&#x20;a&#x20;hiring&#x20;committee.&#x20;&#x20;This&#x20;committee&#x20;should&#x20;include&#x20;key&#x20;decision&#x20;makers&#x20;involved&#x20;in&#x20;youth&#x20;well&#x20;being&#x20;in&#x20;the&#x20;community.&#x20;&#x20;For&#x20;example,&#x20;the&#x20;police&#x20;chief,&#x20;the&#x20;mayor,&#x20;the&#x20;superintendent&#x20;of&#x20;schools,&#x20;and&#x20;one&#x20;or&#x20;two&#x20;directors&#x20;of&#x20;child&#x20;and&#x20;youth-serving&#x20;agencies&#x20;in&#x20;the&#x20;community.&#x20;&#x20;Contact&#x20;us&#x20;for&#x20;sample&#x20;position&#x20;descriptions!<br><br>Remember,&#x20;the&#x20;job&#x20;of&#x20;the&#x20;CTC&#x20;coordinator&#x20;is&#x20;to&#x20;facilitate&#x20;the&#x20;work&#x20;of&#x20;the&#x20;CTC&#x20;board.&#x20;&#x20;Beware&#x20;of&#x20;over-burdening&#x20;the&#x20;coordinator&#x20;with&#x20;multiple&#x20;prevention&#x20;responsibilities&#x20;beyond&#x20;implementation&#x20;of&#x20;CTC.&#x20;If&#x20;the&#x20;coordinator&#x20;is&#x20;also&#x20;expected&#x20;to&#x20;provide&#x20;a&#x20;school&#x20;prevention&#x20;program,&#x20;facilitate&#x20;town&#x20;hall&#x20;meetings,&#x20;negotiate&#x20;and&#x20;monitor&#x20;contracts,&#x20;&#x2026;&#x20;the&#x20;coordinator&#x20;will&#x20;be&#x20;unable&#x20;to&#x20;dedicate&#x20;adequate&#x20;time&#x20;for&#x20;successful&#x20;facilitation&#x20;of&#x20;the&#x20;CTC&#x20;process&#x20;itself.&#x20;&#x20;<br><br><br>
